1. Scope of the application

The purpose of the available funding is to support one individual to conduct a research project directly related to teachers’ understanding of FGM. Applications will be especially welcomed from early career researchers.

2. Guidance
The successful applicant will be expected to produce a piece of empirical research that has the potential to have impact on education. The research will have to be completed within a 12 month period and twice yearly reports will be expected. The award is for a personal fellowship which will be presented at the FGM National Clinical Group conference in September. A bursary of £6000 will be given to assist with the delivery of the project and will be presented at the FGM conference on 21s September 2011.

The deadline for applications is 31st July 2011, 13:00.

Evidence of engagement with FGM issues

A relevant degree at First Class or Second Class Upper Honours

Evidence of research experience

Evidence of good communication skills

History of publishing in this area
Evidence of engagement with primary/secondary education
